       REQUIREMENTS/QUALIFICATIONS FOR OFFICES TO BE FILLED FOR

THE SCEA STATEWIDE ELECTION ‑ 2012 

NEA DIRECTOR – Candidates for NEA Director shall have been an ACTIVE (FT or PT) or ESP (FT or PT) member of the UEP for at least two (2) years immediately preceding the election and shall maintain membership throughout their term of office. 
DISTRICT DIRECTOR ‑ Nominations for district director shall be open from the district in which the nominee works.  District Directors must be active (FT) or ESP (FT) UEP members.

Duties of The SCEA Executive Board
A. To serve as liaison between The SCEA Executive Board, The SCEA members and members of their Local Education Association.

B. To report on a regular basis to governance bodies within the district and request input from them.  (Where there is more than one director, this duty may be divided; where there is one director for multiple Local Education Associations, the director should rotate, attending each at least once a year.)

C. To serve as voting members of the UniServ Advisory Council within their district.

D. To study all materials before attending Board meetings and the Representative Assembly and to remain at such meetings for the entire session.

E. To know and abide by Robert’s Rules of Order.

F. To be responsible for fiscal matters of the Association.

G. To help carry out goals and objectives of the Association.

H. To act for the Association between Representative Assemblies and carry out the matters of the Representative Assembly.

I. To set Board Policies and Association Operating Procedures.

J. To ensure that the Executive Director and officers implement the policies and guidelines ad developed.

K. To conduct an annual evaluation of the Executive Director.

L. To be well versed in the operating procedures of the Association and make sure that the channels of communication are open between the Board, elected Association officials and the Executive Director.

M. To notify the President of items requested to be placed on the agenda.

N. To encourage and promote membership in the UEP.

O. To know and abide by the UEP Code of Ethics.

P. To ratify the Negotiated Master Contract.

Q. To determine whether to send the outgoing President or another representative of The SCEA to the Education International conference.  A request is to be made to the NEA for this representative to be considered an NEA delegate.

R. To elect the Budget Committee and its chairperson.

S. To adopt the official logo of The SCEA.

NEA STATE DELEGATES TO THE NEA REPRESENTATIVE ASSEMBLY ‑ All Active (FT and PT), ESP (FT and PT), and Life (Life member of both NEA/SCEA Life or NEA Life only) members are eligible to run and vote for this office.
